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We completed the third month of our new fiscal year budget with a short fall of $30,018.  
Projected shortfall based upon our deficit budget would have expected a shortfall of 
$19,341.  Our actual shortfall is $10,677 year to date greater than projected.  While re-
ceipts were up slightly in September over previous months our deficit continues to be 
higher than budgeted.  Our church council has requested that we do a better job of inform-
ing the congregation where we stand financially.  We thank God for all His good gifts and 
we pray that He continues to bless us as we seek to connect one another and the world to 
Jesus Christ.

One of the network 
churches usually serves a light meal for all 
in attendance followed by a regular pro-
gram.  You can easily get involved in 
reaching out to the strangers in our midst 
by agreeing to help provide food, helping 
to serve, setting aside time to develop 
friendships, or volunteering to be an Im-
manuel  host/hostess for a particular Friday 
evening.

I still remember our next-door neighbor, 
Herb. 

Depression time—jobs non-existent, except 
for what one could make for himself:  selling 
pencils or apples on street corners, peddling 
shoelaces and wash cloths from house to 
house to eke out a few quarters for a day’s 
work. 

Or, you might lease a horse and a rickety 
wagon and go through the alley ways selling 
fish, or fresh (?) fruits and vegetables.         
Or you might rent that horse and wagon and 
go through the alleys yelling out, “Rags!   
Old iron!”  That made you the neighborhood 
“junkman”. 

Back to Herb.  He lived next door with his 
three brothers and two sisters.  A third sister 
was married to our parochial school teacher.  
They somehow managed to find jobs.  Herb 
bought an old, bright blue Nash, took out the 
back seats and thus fashioned a fruits-and-
vegetables “wagon” with which he would 
traverse the neighborhood, trying to make a 
few quarters a day. 

So he had time on his hands.  It didn’t take 
long for him to sell his daily quota of pro-
duce.  When he returned, brother Dick and I, 
4th-grader and first-grader, were waiting for 
him. 

It was a regular routine for the three of us.  
Herb would come and sit down with us on 
the narrow cement front steps of our house 
and “children’s time” was in session. 

Herb would read to us, chat with us, teach us.  
Informal, always casual, we didn’t realize 
that Herb was as much our teacher as his 
brother-in-law was in the schoolroom. 

Herb never put us down.  He had a gentle 
way of correcting us.  For my money, he was 
every bit as much a teacher as the one we 
were going to “summer school” without 
knowing it.  During the school year, we’d 
still meet him on the front steps, weather 
permitting, and we’d give him a running  
account of our day.  He listened carefully, 
asking a question now and then, and encour-
aging us.  “Keep up the good work, boys.  
Gotta go now.  See you tomorrow, “ and he’d 
wave goodbye as we went inside. 

Those days are long gone—maybe two or 
more generations coming between then and 
now.  But Herb is still a big part of my    
“bag of memories”. 

Every time I hear or read the words, Let the 
little children come to me and do not hinder 
them for of such is the kingdom of God.  
Unless you become like little children, you 
shall not enter the Kingdom of God.  And He 
took the little children up in His arms and 
blessed them, every time I come across those 
words, Herb, Dick, and I on our front steps 
come to memory’s forefront.

Gracious God, You Send Great Blessings  LS 782. 
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As we celebrate Thanksgiving, this hymn encourages us to not only be 
thankful but to use the things for which we are thankful to serve our God 
and others. 

The composer of the text is Dr. Gregory J. Wismar.  For nineteen years 
he has pastored Christ The King Lutheran Church in Newbury, CN. and  
previously served congregations in Massachusetts and Maine.  In 2004 
he was appointed new chairman of the National Commission on Worship 
for the Lutheran Church Missouri Synod by Synod President Gerald Ki-
eschnick.  He also served on the Lectionary committee that formulated 
the Lutheran Service Book.  Wife Priscilla and he  are parents of four 
children  and grandparents to twelve grandchildren.  Dr. Wismar also 
leads tours to various places in the world.  

The tune was first published in 1825.  It is a result of reformers in the 
18th and 19th centuries when “home grown” melodies were introduced in 
Protestant song books.  They were introduced carefully and with the 
wishes of the public in mind. Then, as now, parishioners have their likes 
and dislikes concerning music –“men will never be controlled in affairs of 
taste” Thomas Hastings.  So, while this melody may have a more con-
temporary sound, it is not NEW!
