(diminished or stopped breathing) They are atfaslcardiovascular
complications, including hypertension, stroke,drrfar heart beat, heart failure, and heart
attack. The heart's need for oxygen increasesglapnea, but the amount of available
oxygen may drop quickly. Not enough oxygen will epthe heart's function.

Sleep apnea can occur in all age-groups and indeoths, although most often, it occurs
in men ages 30-60.

Episodes of diminished or complete cessation cdthiag usually last 10 or more seconds
and reoccur repeatedly during sleep. The persongagially awaken as he struggles to
breathe, but not remember awakening at all. Becaeskesn't get enough sleep, he may
be excessively sleepy during the day.

Treatment is continuous positive airway pressuiAR) ventilation during sleep. This
therapy can decrease blood pressure, improve eastialar function, and decrease car-
diac complications.

Lifestyle changes include losing weight, avoidithgpaol, sedatives, and tobacco.

As of May, the organization started by Clara Baiitoh25 years
old! The Red Cross is the organization that presitnmediate help. The Red Cross can get to
places and needs that no one else can becauswittiml Our military relies on this organization
to provide communications to it's personnel onhsrtdeaths and illnesses.

The Red Cross is not eligible for federal or sfataling. It gets no stimulus money. It was char-
tered by Congress. Each chapter must raise #@lsafwn funds. It relies greatly on volunteer
workers. There are 720 chapters nationwide.

In DeKalb County, the number one response thaR#ét Cross gives is to fire victims. Help can
be financial, providing food, clothing and sheli@nd helping the victims to get their insurance
working on the fire. Within 2 hours contact is raad the needy clients. Another area is preven-
tion. The Red Cross teaches CPR, first aid, b#bygiskills and pet emergency skills. Our
schools benefit as workers teach tornado and diiet\s skills to students. There is also a disaster
action team. This group responds to disasterdalps in all ways. Finding shelter is first—
