Who is “Christian Senior Ministries, Inc.?
(CSM) started in late 2000 by area LCMS
churches. It was established to minister to people in
nursing homes and assisted living facilities in the
DeKalb area, as many of these residents did not
have regular access to God’s Word. CSM currently
serves in eleven facilities, reaching around 125
people per week.
Weekly services include a message/sermon, prayers,
hymn singing and blessing. Residents sometimes
have questions that may require additional one on
one time. Two pastors primarily minister at the
locations with additional pastors and laity serving
when substitutes are needed. Volunteer pianists
also serve. CSM is a Recognized Service
Organization (RSO) of the Lutheran Church
Missouri Synod.
